residence ever built in Florida before 1900. 
The grand 10,000 square foot Victorian 
mansion has had all of its original rich 
architectural details restored, sits on over 
two acres and is adorned with gardens, 
gazebos, fountains, patios and a pool.  
Christmas at the Stetson Mansion is truly a breathtaking adventure.  Included is

Morse Museum of American Art - Winter Park

The Morse Museum is home to the world's 
most comprehensive collection of works by 
American artist and designer Louis Comfort 
Tiffany (1848–1933). Galleries feature 
works such as jewelry, pottery, paintings, 
art glass, leaded-glass lamps and windows; 
Also featured is his truly amazing Tiffany 
Chapel interior from the 1893 World’s 
Columbian Exposition in Chicago as 
well as art and architectural objects from 
his Long Island country estate. Exhibitions 
also include American art pottery, late 19th- 
and early 20th-century American painting, 

graphics and decorative art.  Includes an exquisite lunch at Boca’s and there will be time 
to visit and shop at some of the many wonderful specialty shops along Park Avenue.  You just might want to pay a visit to 
Gelatogo’s (513 S. Park Avenue) for a truly wonderful Italian treat.
